Course Description: This program is certified by the Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commission. Employees, as well as owners/managers, of
alcohol beverage establishments - whether that is a restaurant, bar, or liquor, convenience or grocery store - would be wise to consider
attending this course. Individuals will become familiar with laws concerning the sale or service of alcoholic beverages to minors, intoxicated
persons, and non-members of private clubs, as well as techniques to prevent such sales. Violations of these laws could result in a fine of
up to $4,000 and/or one year in jail. However, those who successfully complete this program receive a certificate that is good for two years.
Certified employees and their employers may also receive some legal protection and reduced insurance rates if all employees are required
to complete this program.

August 2010 — December 2010

Cost: The cost of this course is $30 for Amarillo classes and $35 for classes in Hereford and Dumas starting 9-1-10 or later; $25/$30,
respectively, for classes starting before 9-1-10. Refunds or class transfers must be requested at least one day prior to the start of
class. After this period, students will be required to register and pay for another class.

Registration: Full registration instructions are located on the back of this form. For classes in Hereford and Dumas, students should follow
the same registration instructions in order to reserve their space in class. Students are required to register and pay prior to the first
class. It is recommended that students register as early as possible, because classes reach maximum enrollment quickly.

Enrollment Eligibility Notice: Students with outstanding obligations to Amarillo College may not be allowed to enroll in or complete a
continuing education course until the obligations are fulfilled. Students who have received a Criminal Trespass Warning from Amarillo
College will not be allowed to enroll in courses held on any AC campus unless the warning has been lifted.

Attendance: Students must be on time and attend the entire class. There will be no exceptions or make-up classes allowed.
Students MUST provide photo identification to the instructor and their Social Security Number (card not required). Students are
required to bring an adult translator with them if they have limited or no proficiency in the English language.
