Course Description: This program is certified by the Texas Department of State Health Services. It is required by law for
minors under age 18 found guilty of the purchase, possession or consumption of tobacco products in addition to a possible
fine and community service. Minors who fail to attend a tobacco awareness class as required will lose their driver’s license for
180 days. This 4-session, 8-hour course will teach the history of and current tobacco laws, the health consequences of
tobacco use, the factors that influence behavior, as well as help offenders develop a renewed awareness of tobacco
responsibilities and a plan to alter present tobacco use. A Certificate of Completion will be presented to the student to present
to the referring court upon completion of the program.

August 2010 — December 2010

Cost: The cost of this course is $60. Refunds or class transfers must be requested at least one day prior to the start of
class. After this period, students will be required to register and pay for another class.

Registration: Full registration instructions are located on the back of this form. For classes in Hereford, students should
follow the same registration instructions in order to reserve their space in class. Students are required to register and pay
prior to the first class. It is recommended that students register as early as possible, because classes reach
maximum enrollment quickly.

Enrollment Eligibility Notice: Students with outstanding obligations to Amarillo College may not be allowed to enroll in or
complete a continuing education course until the obligations are fulfilled. Students who have received a Criminal Trespass
Warning from Amarillo College will not be allowed to enroll in courses held on any AC campus unless the warning has been
lifted.

Attendance: Students must be on time and attend all sessions in consecutive order. There will be no exceptions or
make-up classes allowed. Students are required to bring a translator with them if they have limited or no proficiency in the
English language.
