The A-E Method

A = Audience 
(Who are you assessing?)
B = Behavior 
(What is expected of the audience?)

C = Conditions 
(What intervention is required?)

D = Degree 
(To what degree is the behavior to be reached?)

E = Evaluation 
(What methodology (tool) will measure the behavior?)
Recipes for Writing an Outcome Statement =  
C + A,B + D,E or C + D,A,B + E
A-E Method SAMPLE

•A = Audience (students)

•B = Behavior (will score a 3 or better)

•C = Conditions (Upon completion on English 0301)

•D = Degree (at least 60% of a 25 student sample)

•E = Evaluation (final)

Outcome statement = Upon completion of English 0301, at least 60% of a 25 student sample will score a 3 or better on a final according to a rubric of written communication skills generated and scored by a committee of developmental English instructors.
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
