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FALL 2007 RESULTS:

A total of 50 faculty from 7 different divisions, submitted actual usable student work for students with at least 30 credit hours, according to the database (unverified). At the start of the semester, 101 faculty members submitted instructions for assignments and indicated they would submit student work for those assignments. Faculty were sent at least two email reminders, however; only 50 actually submitted usable student work as of this date. There are a potential for 1048 artifacts total (unverified).
