MAJOR FINDINGS/ SUMMARY

This survey had a large response rate,approximately 30%.  Most repsondents answered other for the manner in which they received a copy of Miracle in the Andes.  Of those that gave an answer, the majority received a book from their advisor, followed by receiving a book from their instructor. Most respondents would not be willing to buy the common reader (56%), although a fairly large percentage did indicate a willingness to purchase the book (44%).  79% of  respondents do feel it is important for the author to visit the community and speak to students.  Most respondents indicated that after reading Miracle in the Andes they have a greater appreciation or understanding of themselves (60%).  
After removing the non responders on the check all that apply section the following was found:

-58% read the entire book

-65% talked to other students about the book
-33% talked to faculty members about the book
-22% participated in classroom discussions about the book
-3% participated in an online chat or book discussion on campus
-18% participated in campus activities because of the book 
-36% evaluated my own life situation because of the book
-48% better understood how challenges affect our course of life
-20% got extra credit for reading the book or attending a related activity
-9% used the AC Library Common Reader page
-23% attended the full lectureNando Parrado at the Civic Center
