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MAJOR FINDINGS/ SUMMARY

 Most respondents were not disabled by mobility, visually or hearing (67%), this indicates that the survey is not applicable to most  of those answering the survey. Overall respondents were satisfied with disAbility Services.  Most respondents attended Washington St campus.   The only issue with a higher incidence of dissatisfaction was parking (N=22).  A few comments were made regarding wheelchair accessiblity, elevators, and restrooms.
RECOMMENDATIONS:  
The main recommendation of this survey is to identify the disAbilty students that have a mobility, visual, or hearing disAbility and see that future surveys go to these students specifically.
